Storage

Regularly open the plastic bags and check the

condition of the resin when in storage. If not moist,
add enough clean demineralised water and keep it in
completely moist condition. Always keep the resin
drum in the shade. Recommended storage
temperature is between 20° C - 40° C.

Safety

Acid and alkali solutions used for regeneration are
corrosive and should be handled in a manner that
will prevent eye and skin contact. If any oxidizing
agents are used necessary safety precautions should
be observed to avoid accidents and damage to the
resin.
